Hereford Manor Lakes 
 
The Hereford Manor Lakes Conservancy and Watershed Group is 
a grassroots organization of concerned citizens who formed to 
work with a coalition of state, federal and local legislators, town-
ship officials and county conservationists along with the Pennsyl-
vania Fish and Boat Commission, the owner of the property.  Their 
primary focus is repairing the dams.   

The lower lake was drawn down approximately four feet in De-

cember in the interest of public safety.  Recent site inspections 
indicate the condition of the dam is continuing to deteriorate.   The 
controlled partial drawdown was done to alleviate pressure on the 
dam structure.  The dams were constructed prior to 1958 in con-
junction with strip mining operations and were acquired by the 
Fish and Boat Commission in 1973. In 2003, the Fish and Boat 
Commission drew down Upper Hereford Manor Lake for similar 
reasons.

Bradys Run 
 

The Beaver Valley Rifle and Pistol Club completed a stream    

enhancement project on North Branch Bradys Run, a trout stocked 

stream, on October 3, 2009.  Club members built six multi-log 

vane deflectors which will provide habitat as well as help stabilize 

the streambank. 
 

Lake Study 
 

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) released a draft 

study which rated 56% of the lakes in the U.S. as good (the rest 

were fair or poor).  The National Lakes Assessment included       

1,028 lakes during 2007.  Twenty percent of the lakes had high 

levels of nitrogen and phosphorous, which causes algae blooms, 

weeds, and water discoloration.  An algal toxin, microscystin, was 

found in about 1/3 of lakes.  Lakeshore habitat was the most sig-

nificant problem, and rated poor in 36% of the lakes.

Dirt & Gravel Roads Program Update 
 

The District approved two projects for funding so far this year.   The 

first project, Wildwood Road in North Sewickley Township, was 

awarded a $5,525.00 grant for roadway improvements.  The im-

provements include the addition of new crosspipes and road re-

shaping.  Wildwood Road is currently the worst-scoring road in Bea-

ver Countyôs inventory of dirt and gravel roads and is usually impas-

sible during the winter and early spring months. 
 

The second project, Lower Stone Quarry Road in Independence 

Township, was awarded a $4,498.19 grant for roadway improve-

ments.  The improvements include replace-

ment of old, rusted-out steel crosspipes and 

re-crowning of the road surface.  This is the 

second project funded on this road, with the 

upper portion of Stone Quarry Road being 

completed in late 2008.
