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Did you knowé. Pennsylvania leads the nation in dam removals.  At last count, there were 3,200 dams in PA.  Many were built over 100 

years ago on small creeks to provide power to grist mills, to provide recreation or water for irrigation.  Removing a dam restores a 

streamôs free flowing conditions, allows the passage of migratory aquatic species, reduces upstream flooding and improves condit ions for 

recreational uses like canoeing and fishing.
